Narodnostng smiSeny region byl
predevsim z hospodatského hlediska klicovou oblasti pro oba staty, zpohledu prvni
ceskoslovenské republiky byl zasadni také co se tyCe dopravni infrastruktury coby pfirozena
spojnice mezi ¢eskymi zemémi a Slovenskem, zatimco polsky stat vice akcentoval narodnostni
hledisko.

One hundred years since the division of T&$in Region / the incorporation of Hlu¢in Region

In the year 2020 it will have been one hundred years since the pregnant moment in history that
had shaped the face of modern Czech (Czechoslovak) Silesia. In 1920, as a result of the peace
negotiations accompanying the end of the First World War, the Region of Hlucin was
incorporated into The Czechoslovak Republic, partially as a restoration of the territory lost
during the War of the Austrian Succession. The year 1920 brought another significant territorial
change, the division of the former Té&Sin Principality between the newly established
Czechoslovak Republic and Poland. The nationally-mixed region was a key area for both
countries, especially economically. From the First Czechoslovak Republic point of view, this
territory was also essential in terms of transport infrastructure as a natural connection between
the Czech lands and Slovakia. In the upcoming issue of Acta Historica Universitatis Silesianae
Opaviensis, we would like to focus on both regions in the context of their historical
development. We welcome contributions dealing with the history of Hlucin / Té$in Region
across historical epochs.

We would particularly welcome contributions addressing following topics:

e Continuity and discontinuity in Hlu¢in / TéSin Region

e National policy and national minorities in Czechoslovak Silesia

e Economic impacts and economic measures accompanying the establishment of
Czechoslovak Silesia

e Social situation in Hlu¢in / Té$in Region

e Cultural history of Czechoslovak Silesia

We also accept contributions on various topics from the field of history. These would be
published in the section Varia.
